Energy Update  
 

First Oil Order placed through RCAN  
 

I have just placed my first order with RCAN and offer you some feedback.  

We only have a 250gallon tank so often need to order around Christmas 

time which is always a problem. The tank is now about half full so our 

choice is to order 500/550 litres at a premium to a larger order, or wait 

until Christmas week and trust we could get a delivery of around 1000              

litres.   Goodness knows what price that would command!!  

So, I  ordered 550 litres via RCAN.    Having been told that they place their 

order on the last Friday of the month, I contacted two of my usual                       

suppliers on the Friday afternoon and asked for quotes for both 1000       

litres and 500 litres. Today I received a call from Annalisa at RCAN to 

confirm the order and a price for 550 litres at 55.5p per litre.  

The prices offered last Friday by my two suppliers, one of whom will be 

making the RCAN delivery, were 64.79p and 65.87p per litre for 500 litres. 

Based on 550 litres delivered at the lower price offered to me that gives a 

saving of £53.45p.   Wow!   My £20 annual fee recovered with a profit.  

 I would normally try to order 1000 litres, as I will next February / March, 

so the saving should be substantial.

Possible sites for future housing developments  
At the last meeting Richard Schofield, planning policy and conservation 
manager at Bassetlaw District Council, gave Councillors and residents a 
brief summary of the site allocation consultation procedure for the area.  
Over the past months landowners have put forward some suggested 
sites which might be considered for housing.  These have been         
assessed by the Council and those which might be feasible placed onto 
a map.  Residents are now able to comment on these sites as to their 

suitability.   

The Local Development Framework states that there could be a                 
maximum total of 13 houses built in Mattersey from 2011 to 2028                
(the period which the LDF covers).  Mattersey Thorpe has not been          
allocated any housing, however if there was a strong demand this could 
be changed.  Further information is contained on the District Council 
website and you can also comment directly through this site or by letter.  

The deadline for comments has recently been extended to 31st January.

Nottinghamshire County  Council have confirmed our snow wardens, 
Cllr Tony Roberts for Mattersey Thorpe and Cllr Lesley Hunt for                      
Mattersey.  They will liaise with the Highways Managers at the County 
Council and report any adverse conditions.  Local farmers will be able to 
clear some areas, following approval, but the main routes will be carried 
out as usual by the County Council, these are Ranskill Road/Main St 
and Retford Rd at Mattersey.

Then, if your phone is stolen, call your       

service provider with this number and they 

will quickly put a block on the phone. 

It wonôt get you your phone back, but at least 
it stops anyone else using it and stops the 
thief selling it, because people wonôt buy a 

phone that doesnôt work. You should do this 
every time you get a new mobile and with 

every mobile in your house. 

Then take steps to protect the things that stay 

in your home. Invest in a UV marker pen and 
mark any property that might be attractive to 
a thief. The pens are very inexpensive, and 

you should mark your property with your post-
code and your house number. This assists us 
to return property to its rightful owner when-

ever we recover stolen property. 

Finally, donôt make it easy for a thief to get 

into your home. Drop the latch if you have a 
Yale type lock or simply lock the door even if 
you are in the house and make sure all the 

windows are secure, particularly downstairs 

windows or windows above a flat roof. 

Most thieves are opportunists and they are 
always on the look out for easy pickings. And 

they are experts at spotting open windows, 

insecure homes and unguarded property. 

So, make sure you are one step ahead of 
them, keep your property safe and your home 
secure. That way, youôll be able to enjoy your 

lovely Christmas presents for many years to 

come. 

Have a happy, crime free, New Year.
