Ingredients (o serve 4)

300g/110z blackberries
75-100g/3-40z sugar
Juice of 1 lemon

175ml/6fl 0z double cream

Preparation method

1. Reserve a handful of the blackberries, then whizz the rest ina
food processor with the sugar. Rub through a fine sieve to make a
thick, smooth puree. Taste and gradually add the lemon juice and
perhaps a little more sugar.

2. Whisk the cream until softly billowing then fold in two-thirds of
the blackberry puree. Toss the whole berries in half of the remaining
puree and divide between four glasses. Fill the glasses to half-way
with the cream mixture, layer with remaining puree then top up with
cream mixture.

3. Cover with cling film and chill for at least two hours.

FOUR THINGS YOU PROBABLY NEVER KNEW YOU COULD DO WITH
YOUR MOBILE PHONE

1. Emergency

The emergency number worldwide for mobiles is 112. If you find yourself out of the
normal coverage area of your mobile network and there is an emergency, dial 112 and
the mobile will search any existing network to establish the emergency number for
you. This second number can be dialled even if the keypad is locked.

2. Have you locked your keys in the car?

Do you have the keyless entry system for the door locks? If you lock your keys in the
car and your spare keys are at home, just get someone at home to get them and
their mobile phone. Hold your cell phone about a foot away from the car door, have
the person ring you on their mobile and press the door open button. Your car door will
unlock saving time and a journey to bring you the spare keys. Distance is no object!

3. Hidden Battery Power

Imagine your mobile battery is very low. To reactivate press the keys *3370# and
your mobile will restart with this reserve and show a 50% increase in battery. This
reserve will get charged when you recharge your mobile.

4. How to disable a stolen phone

To check your mobile's serial number, key in *#06# on the key pad. A 15 digit
number code will appear on the screen which is unique to the handset. Write it down
and keep it somewhere safe. In the event of losing your phone you can advise your
service provider this code who will then be able to block the handset. So even if the
SIM card is replaced the handset will not work and while you may not see your phone
again it is useless to the thief.

5. Finally—ATM PIN Number reversal
If you are ever forced to withdraw money at an ATM by a robber, use the PIN

number in reverse—for example, a real nhumber of 1234 is keyed in as 4321. When
used this way the ATM will dispense the money but, unknown to the robber, the
police are advised by the ATM providers and can be despatched to the machine.
Editor's Note: I tried unlocking the car via the mobile (item 2) and much to my surprise it
actually worked ! Also the 16 digit phone code (item 4) can be accessed using the *#06~ code.
Whether the service provider’s will disable the phone —I didn't dare try to find out.

Similarly I haven't tried out the PIN number reversal for obvious reasons !

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Like me you may never have
considered New Mills as
anything other than a train
stop in the Pennines
between Manchester and
Sheffield with the
station usually looking a bit
dreary in the rain. However
looking at a book of
spectacular sights to be
seen in Britain, New Mills
was mentioned for its
Torrs Millennium Walkway. This was built as part of a project to clear the
Goyt river valley that runs through the town and consists of a 150m
stainless steel platform clinging to the valley sides 7m above the river.

Many, who have never visited New Mills before,
will not be prepared for the dramatic start and &
finish to this inspiring walk. Entering the Torrs
Riverside Park, deep in a gorge below the centre
of New Mills, it immediately becomes apparent
that this walk is different from any other in
Derbyshire. It is very special as only 20 years
ago Torrs Gorge, now so beautiful, was notorious
for dereliction and the heavily polluted river.
The gorge is unique in having a private hydro
electricity generation scheme producing
electricity from the running river water for the
benefit of the town. Torrs Hydro started to
produce electricity on the 4 September 2008,
and in doing so became the first community owned and funded
hydropower scheme operating in the country.

Electricity is produced by an Archimedean type screw system, the water
flowing into the top of the screw and is held in pockets, which are pulled
down by gravity turning the screw in the process. The power produced is
used by the local Co-operative Store with any surplus sold to the National
Grid.

The walk commences as you leave the gorge and follows an easterly route
through fields, before joining the Peak Forest Canal for a relaxing stroll
along the busy canal bank. Newtown Marina is passed on the way before
going on to walk through open countryside. The route back to New Mills
takes you through the Torrs Riverside Park and by the side of the River
Goyt again. This is a large stretch of country park and nature reserve in
the river valley. The spectacular Torrs Millennium Walkway hugs a tall re-
taining wall, before running along pillars rising from the river bed. The
walkway forms the final link in the 225 mile long Midshires Way. Across
the river are remains of the industrial past with derelict cotton mills,
abandoned long ago buft still spectacular constructions.

The walk took us about 2 hours and was not particularly difficult as it was
mainly flat with good footpaths. The only difficulty we had was deciding
which way to go initially out of the gorge to get on the correct route!

The town, while not spectacular, was pleasant, the people friendly and we
had lunch at the Royal Oak on the main street. They were very accommo-
dating tfowards dogs and allowed us to eat in the bar area with them, as well
as providing drinking water. Our arrival immediately created a dialogue with
the town regulars out for a lunchtime pint, who recalled other dogs who
were regular pub attendees as welll Food was good pub grub reasonably
priced with some excellent Robinson's beers.

The rest of the town can be explored fairly quickly. The Heritage Centre
(Tel. 01663 746904) is well worth a visit especially as free entry. It is
housed in a converted stone building of great character and tells ‘'The New
Mills Story’ with the aid of a magnificent model of the town as it was in 1884.
There is a viewing platform outside looking down over The Torrs Gorge.
A small café serves mainly drinks and biscuits and in the shop maps, guides
and gifts are sold. Open all year Tuesday to Sunday and Bank Holiday

Mondays 11-4pm. WANDERER

- What you need to know (Advice repeated)

On Wednesday September 7th, 2011 the BBC2 television service
received in Mattersey from the Emley Moor transmitter will be switching
from analogue to digital transmission. The remainder of the programmes
(BBC 1, ITV 1, Channel 4, Channel 5) are planned to switchover to
digital on Wednesday 21st September. This means TV sets (even digital
sets) will need to be retuned on each of these 2 dates in order to
continue to receive the TV services

This also means that any 'old' TV equipment, including VCR tape or DVD
recorders, will not work without modification after these dates although
they will still play tapes or DVDs recorded previously.

By
signing up residents can report crime/suspicious incidents/antisocial
behaviour etc direct to the police by e-mail—and the police/fire service
communicate direct with residents about incidents/alerts etc relevant to
their particular area. The more people who sign up the better and the beauty
of the system is you can be quite specific about the messages you receive.
Even if you do not have access to a computer or the internet, you can still
make use of Neighbourhood Alerts using text messaging or telephone alerts.
