RICH ORANGE PANCAKES f="n &
Ingredients: COOICEOS.com

For the batter: 4 0z(115g) plain flour; 2 eggs; ¥z pint(300ml) milk;20z
(55g) melted butter

For the filling: 3 oranges; 6 fl 0z (175 ml) water; a thin strip of

lemon rind; 2 0z(55g) granulated sugar; 3tbsps (45 ml) orange juice;
3 dessertspoons (30ml) lemon juice); 4 tbsps (60ml) Cointreau;
caster sugar

Method:

Prepare the batter in the usual way. Cook the pancakes and put them
on one side, on top of one another, with greaseproof paper between
them.

Prepare the filling. Peel 2 thin spirals of rind from an orange and
cut into fine shreds. Put them in a saucepan with the water and a
thin spiral of lemon rind, also in fine shreds. Cook in a covered pan
until tender.

Remove the strips, add the granulated sugar and simmer until syr-
upy; add the strained orange and lemon juice, and simmer until syr-
upy again. Peel the oranges. Remove the pith, divide into segments
and heat them in the syrup. Add the Cointreau.

Pour a little of the syrup into a hot frying pan. Add one pancake and
heat quickly. Arrange 2 orange segments in the centre, roll up and
keep hot. Repeat with each pancake. Serve at once, sprinkled with a
little caster sugar.

“If only | had known!” Some crime advice for young people.

You may think viclent crime, criminal
damage and anti-social behaviour
are things that you read about in the
newspapers or see on television.
However, they're not. Incidents of
this kind can happen anywhere and
may happen near to where you live.
You may be involved in this type of
behawviour without even thinking
about it or intending to be involved,
SO READ ON...

Disagresing with people is OK and
normal, but turning a disagreement into
wiglence or anti-social behaviour is not. If
you decide to take this course of conduct,
vou leave yourself open to invalvernment
with the police.

If you werbally threaten, harass or
intimidate someone, or commit a crime
such as theft, assault, or vandalism,
which is reported to the police, you could
be arrested - and being arrested is NOT
wvery pleasant. It would result in you
being taken to a police station where you
would be searched, placed in a cell,
interviewead, fingerprinted, photographed
and have a sample of your DNA taken.
Your fingerprinks and DNA will be kept
and will be compared to DNA and
fingerprints found at crime scenes. You
could be charged and sent to Court.

It's the Court's job to pass sentence if
found guilty.

Some offences such as assaulting
someons under the age of 18, result in
you receiving a title called "SCHEDULE
OMNE STATUS”. This is a title that will
stay with you for life and can affect
you forever. It can prevent you getting
certain jobs, such as care work, sports
coaching, armed forces, teaching,
nursery work and many more. Certain
countries don’t allow people with

Schedule One Status into their
country.

Howewver, it is not just the police that you
could get inte trouble with. Local councils
now have a duty to deal with anti-social
behaviour. All of the above offences
make up anti-social behaviour and as
such the council could impose the
following sanctions on you.

* Acceptable Behaviour Contracts
[ABC's) — These last for six
months and are conditions placed
on you in agreement with your
parents/carers.

*»  Anti-Social Behaviour Contracts
[(ASBO's) — These can last for up
to two years and the conditions,
such as when you can be out of
your house, where you can and
can't go and who you "hang
around” with, are placed on vou
by the courts. As such if you
break these conditions you will
be arrested and put back before
the Court for sentencing.

The council also has the power, if you
live in a council owned house, to evict
not only you but also your whole
family, because of your unacceptable
behaviour,

Remember, most young people who
commit these crimes or acts of anti-social
behaviour are not major criminals. Thay
just made the wrong choice at the wrong
time.

And parents — do you know wheare your
children are and what they are doing
when they go out at night?

It's your future, so make the right
choice for YOU!

The tradition of fasting during Lent is an ancient one, a tradition
which some still follow today. From the earliest days of the Chris-
tian Church, since meat, eggs and dairy produce were not con-
sumed during Lent, people would empty their shelves of such pro-
duce and make pancakes from the ingredients on Shrove Tuesday.
The enthusiasm for pancake tossing, pancake parties and pancake
