There wasnôt going to be an editorial this month as I couldnôt think of anything 

relevant to say ð however events on Mothering Sunday morning changed that. 

Coming back to into Mattersey along Everton Road after walking the dogs I saw 

2 swans on the embankment by the Idle Bridge tangling with each other. As we 

went past, the dogs barked and the swans separated. It was obvious one of 

them was badly injured with a wing that wouldnôt lift and fold against its body.   

Getting home and ringing the national RSPCA hotline (0300-1234-999) I was 

told they couldnôt say how long it would take for someone would attend, so I  

decided to go back to the bridge to ensure the swan remained safe in the mean-

time. Sure enough, on my return, the swan was in the road and with traffic levels 

that lunchtime being much higher than on a normal Sunday, the chances of a 

serious mishap were high. The swan responded to being shepherded off the 

road and towards the safety of the pavement and it was quite easy to keep my-

self between the swan and the road, preventing any further risk to animal or 

road users. In fact he settled down so well that he put his head under his wing 

and seemed to go to sleep as we waited for the RSPCA to attend. 

Many people stopped and offered support and help at this stage. Some people  

I knew were from the village; some local vehicles I recognised even though not 

knowing the people themselves; some I had no idea who they were. Offers of 

help included ringing various organisations including local bird sanctuaries, the 

police, the emergency vet and the RSPB. Someone even drove to the RSPCA 

in Bawtry to try to get assistance.  

Eventually, after what seemed like an age, the RSPCA attended. As the            

inspector had driven up directly from Melton Mowbray and also had 5 calls in 

Newark to respond to it was fortunate this call was so high up his list of         

priorities. Catching and bagging the swan was quick even though lots of hissing 

ensued. Enquiring what would happen next, the inspector said he would take 

the swan to vets in Lincoln for X-Rays and antibiotics and likely then be sent for 

rehabilitation to a sanctuary in Norfolk .  

Hopefully, all will work out well for the swan. However, the process was also a 

positive experience for the human race as well as it showed how many people  

are concerned about the well-being of animals and will offer practical help when 

needed. Many thanks to all who stopped and offered support.

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A Grand Day Out �± National Coal Mining Museum, nr Wakefield.  
 
If you are interested in industrial heritage, then a visit to the former     
Caphouse Colliery and Hope Pit is a must!  Set in a rural 17 acre site, 
the National Coal Mining Museum is a unique collection of buildings, dis-
plays and galleries which reveal the hidden world of mining through the 
centuries, telling the stories of mining methods and machinery, the    
miners and their families. 
 
You can descend 140m underground, follow-
ing an ex-miner guide through the chilly, dark 
tunnels to find out how coal was mined and 
moved to the surface by men, women, chil-
dren, ponies and machinery. Besides being 
very knowledgeable, the miners give a very 
entertaining and humorous tour of the tun-
nels, which appeals to children and adults 
alike!   When you return to the surface after 
an hour or so you will wonder just how the 
miners survived ï and understand why so many didnôt. 
 
On site you will also be able to go into the old colliery buildings, including 
the Victorian steam winder and the pit head baths. The retired pit ponies 
and Colonel, the Shire horse, are a popular attraction.  There is a half 
mile nature-trail and an adventure playground, as well as train rides from 
one end of the site to the other.  At the Hope Pit complex there are     
restored colliery buildings and an environmentally EU funded water treat-
ment scheme to filter water pumped up from the mine through reed 
beds. 
 

Entry is free (10 am ï 5 pm) and, whilst you 
are there, you can take advantage of the fa-
cilities which include a well-stocked souvenir 
shop, fully licensed cafe and bar, facilities for 
the disabled and a picnic area. The museum 
is open throughout the year, apart from       
24 ï 26 December and 1 January. Leave the 
M1 at junction 38 and follow the brown signs.
