Availability of Idle Talk ð In colour as well !!  
 

Idle Talk has been available in paper form for several years now and has, in the 
last 15 months, advanced with the electronic publishing tools now available 
making the editing task more straightforward and the finished product task 
hopefully clearer to read than before.  
 

Where we havenôt advanced so much is in the delivery side of the production. 
We are still dependent on a hardy band of volunteers to push copies though 
letter boxes each month irrespective of season or weather. Talking from       
personal experience some letter box flaps are so highly sprung it is difficult to 
get the relatively thin paper through without  scraping the backs of several fin-
gersðso its not an entirely pain free process! Many thanks, as always, to all the 
volunteers for their dedication.  
 

While the publication is always printed within a few days of the cut off date (24th 
of month)  actual delivery dates will naturally reflect peopleôs available time but 
hopefully is completed within the first few days of each new month. The vast 
majority of our 333 print run is delivered this way with some to outlying         
properties going with the daily newspaper delivery and the remainder sitting on 
the Post Office shelf for personal collectionð often from neighbouring villages 
ð approximately a week into the new month.  
 

As mentioned previously Idle Talk has been available in electronic format since 
the beginning of the year and can be downloaded from the Parish Council    
Website. Access is through www.matterseypc.co.uk and just follow the link on 
the left hand side of the screen to the Idle Talk dedicated web page.                     
Back copies since January 2010 are available for review. 
 

Additionally to this web based format, I now have a monthly email circulation list 
and send copies out as a pdf file to a standard list of e-mail addresses. This is 
ideal for friends and family who may have left the villageð albeit temporarilyð
but want to keep in touch with local affairs. Actual date of electronic delivery will 
be similar to the paper copies and, even if email version is requested by             
Mattersey/Thorpe residents, then paper copies will still be delivered, as it will be 
too difficult to have rounds where some specific houses are excluded from   
delivery.  

 

To those who ask what is the benefit of having an eïversion the obvious       
difference between the two is that a lot of the pictures and drawings are in       
colour which cannot be reproduced in the paper versionða vast difference as 
those taking the e-version will immediately see. To get onto the e-circulation list 
just email me on idletalk@live.co.uk and if you are emailing on behalf of others 
currently outside the circulation range, please donôt to forget to include their 
email address in the communication as well !

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So far this year I have described wild flowers growing in the local area.  

However, having read an article in the newspaper about where to see       

orchids, the decision was made. That was where we were going !  
 

We made our way to Ashberry Nature Reserve, situated near Rievaulx      

Abbey in the North York Moors.  Driving down winding lanes we almost 

missed the sign, nestling inside a little wooden gate, partially hidden from 

view. Parking the car safely in such a narrow lane was a challenge but well 

worth the effort. We were treated to beautiful water -meadows where the 

common spotted orchids were growing in abundance. Ragged Robin, a plant 

in decline, was also in evidence, as well as a few remaining Early Purple      

Orchids. Unfortunately, the horse -flies were active and biting well !  

 

The Common Spotted Orchid varies from pale pink to 

pinkish purple. It has darker streaks and spots on its 

lower lip with three even -sized lobes 1cm across and 

grows in open spikes. 

 

 

 

The Early Purple Orchid is an attractive perennial with 

pinkish-purple flowers, again having a three -lobed lower 

lip and a long spur, growing in spikes.  

 

Ragged Robin is a delicate -

looking perennial of damp marshes, fens and 

meadows.  It has five pink petals, each divided 

into four òraggedó lobes.

Thanks to everyone who donated to the Glenfield Hospital Baby Intensive 
Care Unit sponsored walk which took place on Saturday 12th June around 
Langsett & Derwent Reservoirs, a 12 mile walk which raised £50.  The Glen-
field Hospital has been in the Nottingham Evening Post saying they wanted to

As you can see from the picture he has been through a lot. It was a tricky 
time, having found on a 20 week scan, that Jacob had a condition called 
Transposition of the Great Arteries (GTA) which means the main arteries from 
the heart were the wrong way round. This required open heart surgery and a 
Septostomy which involved a balloon being inflated into his heart to keep the 
valve open to allow blood to flow until his operation.

sive Care but Jacob was worse than they had predicted and he was taken over 
to Glenfield  Hospital who specialise in heart surgery. 

Zoë followed next day. Jacob made no improvement and was very poorly so 
the surgeons decided to operate sooner rather than later. On the 4th day of 
his life he went into surgery at 8am and came back at 4pm. A very worrying 
time for Zoë and her husband Gareth. While he was in theatre they found 3 
holes in his heart which had not shown up on the scans ς they were repaired 
too.
