Doomsday or Domesday ! 
Despite the recent (failed) predictions of Doomsday by US Evangelist     

Harold Camping, Domesday has more relevantly been in the news this month.              

The BBC Domesday Project of 25 years ago has been uploaded from the        

previously inaccessible BBC computer records on to the Web. The relevance 

to the village is that the Primary School of 1986 made records of Mattersey 

and Thorpe and the data can now be found at  http://www.bbc.co.uk/history/

domesday/dblock/GB -468000 -387000/page/1  
 

Some of the records made at the time show:  

¶ The school had 51 pupils, 4 teaching staff, 6 non -teaching staff,         

a mother & toddler group of 15 toddlers. Also hosted a Youth Club,  

night school classes for Keep Fit and Sewing  

¶ The football club won promotion to Div 2 Retford League and the  

Presentation Night, held at a local hotel, had 80 attendees.  

¶ Medetcrown was a local heating installation & maintenance business in 

the village with 4 employees and 4 vacancies being advertised.  

¶ Mr Swinden, the Blacksmith, shoed around 20 -25 horses a week  

¶ Chapel House when purchased in 1984 by Mr & Mrs Ruff had no bath-

room or toilet inside but did have a pork curing -room & tiled floors. 

Previous tenant for 40+ years was famous òscythemanó Jim Collishaw.    

¶ The Old Chapel purchased at the same time & intended to be a garage  

¶ Old Mattersey Thorpe had 5 farms but only 1 still working. Italian 

POWs had worked on the farm during the war & lived in the attics.  

¶ The Summer Fayre had 4 floats, one for the Gala Queen, one for the 

Brownies, one for the playgroup and one òfor anyone else who wanted 

to go on itó ! The fayre was also attended by the Mayor of Retford  

and Harworth Colliery Band.  

 

Overall a fascinating insight into a period most of us will remember and    

presumably some of the contributors from the school are still around ñnow 

aged 30-35. If anyone recalls making the record then please let me know.
