A Grand Day Out & Gainsborough Old Hall
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Gainsborough Old Hall is a unique medieval
manor house right in the centre of Gains-
borough and is one of the best preserved
timber framed manor houses in the UK.
Sir Thomas Burgh built it between 1460
and 1480 and it remains much as he left it,
to the delight of thousands of visitors each
year., I n 1529 Sir
the 2™ Lord Burgh, married Catherine Parr
when he was 68 and she was only 17 years
old. She could have stayed only a short time at Gainsborough as Sir Edward

died that same year. Catherine was to become a member of Henry 8 0s
household and perhaps was instrumental in persuading him to visit
Gainsborough Old Hall for 4 days in 1541 and in 1543 she became his6 " and
last wife. Other famous visitors over the centuries include Richard 3 d
John Wesley and the Pilgrim Fathers.

Today Gainsborough Old Hall is admin-
istered by Lincolnshi
there is an informative audio tour

% available that allows you to go around
at your own speed and absorb the
atmospher e and detail about what is
displayed. The Great Hall with its
splendid, arched, wooden roof remains
at the centre of the building to
continue to inspire visitors. The
kitchens remain virtually unchanged
since they were built with many contemporary displays demonstrating what

a feast in medieval times would have been like. Some of the upstairs rooms
include more modern furniture as the Hall was used as a family home until
the mid 20 ™ Century.

Those who climb to the top of the brick built tower can enjoy the magnifi-
cent vista of both the manor lands and the river Trent towards Notting-
ham.

The Hall is open to the public from 10am to 4pm on weekdays and from 11lam
to 5pm on weekends (closed Sundays from
November to February). Admission is £4.10
for adults with reductions for children &
OAPs. Free car parking is allowed in the
streets adjacent to the Hall but is limited

to a one hour stay. Longer term parking is
available at the Pay & Display in nearby
Mar s h al |d@sout ¥ minutes walk away.

The Hall boasts an eclectic programme of events including medieval feasts
when guests and staff dress up in Elizabethan costumes sing, dance and eat
chicken legs and wassail the evening away.
