Report on the North East Bassetlaw Forum meeting held on 23rd January 2007.

Cllrs McKay and Hunt had attended the meeting in Everton and gave a brief report.

Two guest speakers had represented the Bassetlaw Primary Healthcare Trust and Doncaster & Bassetlaw NHS Trust, with the main points being:

· The Primary Care Trust funds hospitals, dentists, community pharmacies, opticians and GPs.  The main concerns are teen pregnancies, drug and alcohol abuse, obesity and smoking, and mental health care.  GP’s should have a maximum 17,000 patients on their lists.

· There was discussion on the future of Post Offices.

· Aircraft Noise was also discussed and it has been arranged for Chris Stringer to be invited to the next meeting on Monday 19th March to discuss proposals for a new flight plan from the airport.

· The forum may wish to meet at Mattersey in September.
