The Clerk reported that R Statham was on holiday, but it was noted that he had been seen visiting the site.

· 12/06/555  Bus Shelter Request
The Clerk reported that he had written again to Nottinghamshire County Council.  They had since confirmed that a shelter of steel and polycarbonate would be acceptable and the Parish Council should decide which side of the road it should be.  The Clerk was requested to inform the Nottinghamshire County Council that a shelter on both sides was required so that schoolchildren at either school were catered for, and that the Parish Council would wait for ones being removed from Retford to minimise costs. The Clerk to canvass views of Main Street residents.

· 01/07/577 Flooding Main Street
The Clerk reported that the MGT had cleaned out the first few metres of the watercourse.  The next heavy rainfall would show if the problem had been resolved.

· 02/07/591  Tidy Up Garages Area

The Clerk reported that A1 Housing was waiting for the new financial year to clean up the site.

· 02/07/591  Mattersey Arms Development
The Clerk reported the details of the materials to be used as received from the Bassetlaw District Council Planning Authority.  No breach was identified.

Nottinghamshire County Council had confirmed that they were improving signs on existing bridleways and that the Abbey Rd was not a new one.  Landowners and occupiers have a right of vehicular access.

Reported Crime Statistics


The Clerk explained that he had been advised that the statistics would be no longer be available in the previous format as Mattersey is now grouped into beat areas with Ranskill and Sutton and the figures needed to be approved by the Home Office before issue.  Pc Pilsworth had informed the Clerk of the following incidents in March:

· Mattersey Thorpe – Horse Head Collars stolen from stable.

· Mattersey Thorpe Football Club – Hand tools and tracksuits stolen.


The Clerk was asked to write to the PC Pilsworth and the Divisional Commander expressing dismay at the proposed lack of detailed figures.

Report on NALC Northern Area Committee Meeting and Bassetlaw District Council Parish Council Liaison Meeting.

The Chairman summarised some additional matters discussed at the above meetings.

· Announcement of the results of the District and Parish Elections would not be made until Friday 4th May.

· A Parish Charter is soon to be issued for consultation.

· Temporary noise monitoring equipment will be installed in Mattersey in the summer to measure the noise levels of aircraft to and from Robin Hood Airport.

· Bassetlaw District Council intends to increase the recycling totals from 22% to 40%. A trial of 9000 homes will see the green bins also used for glass and the blue bins also for garden waste, on the day after each respective collection.

· The M18 link to Robin Hood Airport is awaiting Government approval.

A Speedwatch session was held on 23rd March, where 30 vehicles were reported in 45 minutes.  The next sessions are arranged for 30th April and 1st and 2nd May.  It was reported that offenders are getting letters from the Police and that word is spreading that the Speedwatch is active in the village.

North East Bassetlaw Forum



Councillors Hunt and McKay had attended the meeting and provided a report.

· Transport Study – Andrew Guest from Task Partnership is to do a review of transport needs for the rural community, and will be looking for evidence-based suggestions to improve the structure.

· Robin Hood Airport – there had been a presentation by Chris Stringer, Chair of Misson Parish Council and the forum’s representative with Robin Hood Airport.  The airport was applying for additional controlled airspace.  It was resolved that the Parish Council supports the application.  The Clerk to write to Robin Hood Airport.

· La Farge Quarry, Sturton Le Steeple – the meeting had discussed the proposed quarry and the routing of lorries from the site to the A1 through Bole, Beckingham, Gringley, Everton and Bawtry.  Parish Councillors expressed concern that private purchasers may bring lorries through Mattersey and the Clerk was requested to write a letter of objection to Nottinghamshire County Council Mineral Planning.
