Health & Safety – Inspections

Tree Planting

Cemetery Fees Review
The Cemetery Fees were discussed and as they had not been revised for three years, were increased by approximately 10%.  The fees for pre-purchase of a single grave space were discussed.  A price of £60 single, and £120 double, with a further £30 on interment was proposed. An amendment was proposed for a flat reservation fee of £50 with the additional cost of interment as current when required. This amendment was unanimously approved.

It was resolved that double depth graves will still be permitted.
