Approval Of Minutes Of The Meeting Held On 5th September 2007.


The minutes of the meeting held on 5th September 2007 having been previously circulated were read, approved, and signed by the Chairman as a true record.

Closure of Daneshill Recycling Centre


The Chairman outlined the current position in respect of the closure plans. The matter was discussed and Councillor Bullivant stated that the tip was getting full and therefore closure was inevitable and extra land was being sought at Retford to extend the current facilities there.  Councillor Gray explained that the 6 weekly collections by Bassetlaw District Council might be extended to cover those areas left without a convenient amenity when Daneshill closes.  It was proposed that the following actions would be taken:

· Write to Nottinghamshire County Council to ascertain the findings of the consultation.

· Put on the agenda of the next NALC meeting.

· Put on the agenda of the next meeting of the Parish Council Liaison Committee.

· Ascertain which ruling applies – 5 miles or 6.5 miles from an amenity.

· Ascertain if Bassetlaw District Council are considering extending the 6 weekly collections.

Matters Arising From The Minutes

· 02/06/431 Installing New Beacon

Councillor Hunt reported on the meeting held with Juliette Sunderland of Nottinghamshire County Council.  £4500 had been allocated for 5 village signs, a sign to the priory and the new beacon.  Chris Campbell is to hold 2 workshops for residents to comment on the design of the beacon.  It was asked if planning consent was required to place the new beacon on the millennium green.  The Clerk was asked to find out following the receipt of a location plan to be provided by the fund raising committee.  The Clerk was also asked to write a letter of thanks to the fund raising committee.

· 02/07/591 Tidy Up Garages Area

The Clerk had received a letter from A1 housing advising that the area will be tidied in the next 4 weeks. 

· 06/07/645 Flies in Mattersey & Mattersey Thorpe

The Clerk had still not received details of complainants to forward to Bassetlaw District Council.

· 07/07/673 Drains
The Clerk had received a letter from Nottinghamshire County Council advising that the drain was too small diameter and a landowner had refused entry to their land to replace it.  The Clerk was asked to write again asking what the solution might be.  Councillor Bullivant also undertook to follow up the matter.

· 09/07/681 Grass Cutting.

The Clerk had written to Bassetlaw District Council asking if they would cut the grass on the Bader View triangle, and copied the letter to Nottinghamshire County Council.  A response had been received from Nottinghamshire County Council Highways stating their grass cutting policy but no letter had been received from Bassetlaw District Council.  It was noted that the grass on Church Street and the footpath to Hall View had been cut.

Code of Conduct Training.

The Chairman reported on a training session on the code of conduct.  Some of the key points that came out were: -

· Councillors should have an open mind about the issue before coming to a final conclusion.

· It is advised that Councillors record in the minutes their reasons for taking a particular decision.

· Personal interest - Councillors can have an interest in something and can discuss that subject and vote on it unless the interest is also prejudicial.

· Prejudicial interest - Councillors who have a personal interest and that interest, in the opinion of the man in the street, could benefit the Councillor or their family, associates, etc.

· When a Councillor has a Prejudicial Interest they are allowed to speak at the same time as other members of the public i.e. during the agenda item identified for so doing and not at any other time. When the item is being discussed by the Council at the appropriate place in the agenda the Councillor must absent themselves from discussion and decision. Councillors should monitor each other on items of personal and/or prejudicial interest.
