Crime Statistics/Safer Neighbourhoods



The Clerk read out the reported statistics for December and January:

· Between 2230 hours on 09/12/07 and 1130 hours on 10/12/07 a van was broken into whilst parked on a driveway at Main Street Mattersey. Offenders smashed quarterlight to gain entry and a Laptop, Sat Nav and camera were stolen.

· Between 1600 hours on 10/12/07 and 0800 hours on 11/12/07 the football changing rooms at Mattersey Thorpe were broken into and two footballs stolen.
At 0337 hours on 15/12/07 two or possibly three people were seen in front gardens of properties on Main Street Mattersey. Police attended but area search was negative.

· Between 23/12/07 and 27/12/07 two tyres were slashed on a vehicle parked on Cunningham Close at Mattersey Thorpe.

· Between 1700 hours on 24/12/07 and 0900 hours on 25/12/07 a shed was broken into on Broomfield Lane at Mattersey Thorpe and two pushbikes were stolen.

· Between 1200 hours on 07/01/08 and 1200 hours on 08/01/08 a battery was stolen from a caravan box on Bader Rise Mattersey Thorpe.
Between 1700 hours on 11/01/08 and 1000 hours on 12/01/08 criminal damage was caused to a vehicle parked on Thorpe Road Mattersey.

· Between 1515 hours on 18/01/08 and 1045 hours on 21/01/08 a property was broken into on Abbey Road Mattersey. Offenders smashed the back door of the property to gain entry and stole a laptop from inside.

· At 0330 hours on 25/01/08 a garage was broken into on Dene Close Mattersey and two motorcycles were stolen. Offenders were later arrested and one motorcycle has been returned.

· Between 1600 hours on 01/02/08 and 0900 hours on 02/02/08 criminal damage was caused to a small cottage on Abbey Road Mattersey.

The Chairman highlighted the key issues form the Safer Neighbourhoods meeting held on 7th January.  Important issues remain, antisocial behaviour, speeding and parking outside schools.  School travel plans had been discussed.  Nottinghamshire County Council highways are to be invited to the next meeting on 4th March to discuss chicanes and other speed inhibiting measures in the villages..
