Public Forum

PC Pilsworth reported that during the last month there had been 10 crimes of interest reported to the Police within the Mattersey & Mattersey Thorpe area.  Following the Safer Neighbourhood meeting priority was to be given to anti social behaviour.  There had been complaints about off road motorcycles and it was hoped that this issue would be addressed shortly when a motorcycle police unit became available.  PC Pilsworth recommended that residents report the motorcycle incidents so that their statistics will highlight the problem areas and times.  The Police now have the power to confiscate the vehicles of persistent offenders on bikes or cars.  The procedure for the follow up to the Speedwatch offenders is being undertaken by Southwell division who collate the information.

12/07/41 Daneshill Closure - the matter had been placed on the agenda for the next Parish Council Liaison meeting.

To receive a report on Crime Statistics/Safer Neighbourhoods
The Safer Neighbourhoods Group had queried the number of letters and visits the Police had made following Speedwatch sessions and statistics were to be made available.  There was a specific criteria required in order to qualify for interactive speed signs.  These must involve 400 vehicles per day which it was felt discriminated against rural communities.


There had been a representative of the young people of the area at the SNG meeting and he had given an indication that a youth shelter and BMX track were items which the youngsters would like to see in the area.  

PCSO Sharon Brown is trying to organise the youth bus to visit the area.

To discuss roadside grass cutting
It was confirmed that Notts CC undertook to cut grass verges within the 30mph boundary 6 times per year and other areas twice per year. The central area on Bader Rise had not been cut and was the responsibility of Bassetlaw District Council.
