09/08/100  Barley Mow – The survey had been printed in the Idle Talk and a resident had volunteered to canvas house to house.  It was suggested that posters be put up in the Post Office and enquiries made as to the possibility of putting details in the new magazine which was being circulated in the area.

11/08/137 Lighting of the beacon – Cllr Hunt read a letter issued by the Parish Council regarding the conditions of lighting and cleaning the beacon.  The matter was to be put on the next agenda for clarification.

11/08/146 Daneshill  The landfill site had recently lost two contracts and consequently have not yet requested the community site be moved.  Further land is not now required until 1012/13.  The weighbridge will be moved in the next 12-18months.  This prompts the question as to why the community site should be earmarked for closure resulting in unnecessary costs.

It would appear that other Parish Councils also felt frustration at the inattention of the Highways Department.


Correspondence regarding the conditions for the approval of mobile speed cameras revealed contradicting information.  It would however appear that the criteria has changed so that the number of accidents and injuries are used to make up a points system to establish whether any action is taken.  The points system is based on a 3 year period.
