Police Report

PC Pilsworth attended the meeting and reported the latest incident figures to the meeting.  Concern was expressed by the meeting at the spate of vandalism around the church.  PC Pilsworth confirmed that he was aware of the problem and wanted to encourage residents to frequent the area themselves in an attempt to dissuade young people from using the porch area at night.  A suggestion was made that temporary cctv could be installed and this will be put forward to the appropriate authority. 
It was hoped that a concerted effort could be made to mount a speed camera operation.  The problem of speeding traffic did not seem to be receiving the priority which the meeting felt it deserved and further Police support was requested.
Bogus council officials had been reported in the area and the Police warned residents to check credentials and not to allow strangers into their homes.
