Public Forum

Insp. Hinchliffe reported the crime figures to the meeting.  Reported crime in East Bassetlaw fell for the period ending August 2008 compared to the previous year.  Burglaries from garden sheds was on the increase as was the theft of diesel and oil. Members had expressed concern over apparent discrepancies in crime statistics within the area.  It was explained that figures are normally calculated for the East Bassetlaw area and it was not always broken down into the Mattersey boundaries.  In addition some figures are recorded as ‘incidents’ and others as ‘crimes’.

Insp. Hinchliffe explained the current policing structure. 
The Police participation in the Safer Neighbourhoods Group was proving succesful in highlighting concerns of residents.  One of the items frequently raised was that of speeding traffic.  The Speedwatch initiative had proved invaluable for supplying statistics but it was felt that Notts Highways department failed to respond to requests and were intransigent in the application of their criteria for traffic calming measures. 75% of vehicles on one speedwatch operation exceeded 36mph in the 30mph zone.  The Parish Council requested the speed camera van attend the village so that more drivers would be prosecuted.  Insp. Hinchliffe announced that a sgt and an officer were now trained for motor cycle duty and would be attending incidents involving off road bikers.

PCSO Sharon Brown had dealt with the problem of the horse box which was legally parked.  However it was felt that there was still a problem of visibility on the junction and a request to park it with the cab facing the road may improve this slightly.

The meeting paid tribute to the work carried out by the PCSOs since they had been involved in the village.
